Please join us for the Ninth Annual Black Fly Tour. We are returning to the magnificence of the French
River System after a hiatus of 6 years. From experience, we know that the rowing is excellent and the
scenery is breathtaking.

All meals will be provided, so you don’t need to bring any food except for munchies for Friday and
Saturday evening in your cabin, if you wish. The dining room is not licensed and so you may bring your
own wine, beer,etc. for cocktails and for dinner. Mitch will be serving martinis before dinner.

There will be a safety boat, manned by Mitch Speigel and Bruce Goard, with us at all times.
